Welcome: Anika Bali, Executive Director, extended a welcome to both members and
interested individuals in ASDE. FEach esteemed person in attendance introduced
themselves and stated the university in which they were affiliated.

President’s Address: [.. Garetto spoke about the integration of ACD and ASDE. We
retain our name, board membership, bylaws (as long as it is not in conflict). To become a
member of ACD you typically have to be elected to that position. They are willing for us
to have an Associate Member Category. ASDE will have a seat on the ACD Board of
Regents and will no longer be charged for Issues in Dental Ethics. Both societies would
benefit by having an integrated voice for professional ethics in the field of Dentistry. The
trial integration period would be 18 months beginning in May, 2008.

Alvin Rosenblum asked, “How would this affect ACD members who are also part of
ASDE? “ ASDE is a special organization and does not count against you in any other
committee positions you may hold within ACD.

Exe. Director Report: Anika Ball updated members on the growth of ASDE, continued
support from outside members, patients, and dentists. The future includes a protocol for
consultation requests, ACD trial integration, and addressing other avenues 1o increase
membership. Joel student representative from USC asked to be part of our website. We
will link to them via the link on our website. Loma Linda U continues to support ASDE
by providing administrative support and financial backing where needed. The website
continues to develop over time and has been a source for many out

Diane Melrose asked about the inclusion of Dental Hygiene Programs in Teaching Ethics
Survey. M. Lantz stated that they are still working on the portion with Dental schools.
She stated the number of hygiene schools is large and the project would look at including
the hygiene aspect at a different time. She would be open to others (hygiene faculty)
addressing the hygiene aspect.

M. Bebeau mentioned increasing on our website links to other Bioethics Centers
throughout the United States. Anika Ball stated that we will get a list current Bioethics
centers and reference that on our website.



President Report: Larry Garetto discussed several issues that have arisen within our
society in the last year. Specifically, looking at the need for a protocol in addressing
inquiries for ethical guidance by outside sources (dentists, patients, other organizations,
lawyers).

Al Rosenblum brought to light the existing peer review and a function of state dental
associations. The state peer review already addresses many of these issues. L. Jenson
stated that peer review may have not been set up to protect the general society.

M. Bebeau is in support for dispute resolution. They wouldn’t tell the dentist, “you ought
to repair or apologize”. Raises the question, What is the individual response to peer
review. We talk about this as a responsibility of a professional but we don’t deal with
this. L. Jenson moved and seconded by P. Zarkowski to set up a protocol for incoming
questions. People are looking for guidance and we should be one avenue that can provide
support. Voted in by unanimous vote. It was requested that Mikey could you send the
policy or process already in place on how to draft such a document. Tt was projected to be
completed June 1.

Treasurers Report.: L. Jenson

For the year 2007 we had a total of 57 individual members, 10 institutional members, and
7 student members. In reviewing the history of our society (Including PEDNET) 2002 we
down to 29 members and continue to have a great potential to grow. Running on a
budget of 10,000 dollars a year, Administrative/Exe Director, administrative support, and
website has been generously supported by LLU. We hope to have some financial support
by ACD.

In Febuary, we had an Institutional membership drive. A letter was sent out to all dental
schools and contacts collected through the Teaching Ethics Survey.

The question was asked about sending out to hygiene programs. We did that a couple of
years ago bul we need to do that again.

At the present moment 16,000 dollars in the bank and would like to increase that number.

Ozar/Hasegawa Award trying to get to be self-sustaining. We have less than 2,000
dollars. Need to raise more money and recognize. Bruce Peltier will contribute some
funds from the Western Dental Fund. Dr. Jenson is working on chaning the tax status.
Need to go to the next step as tax deductible and will be able to write it off in the next
couple of months.

ASDE sponsored a session at Ideals Conference in Toronto. Meeting expenses were
accounted for and ASDE broke even with this session. Feedback from members in
attendance were glowing. B. Peltier, what if we all took it on dental institutions and
contact a few for request institutions. Delegate to members to make calls to those schools
who did not respond to the letter request. Next year what our priorities will look at how
increase funding and see what outside seminars/summits ASDE can get involved.

M. Lantz, M. Bebeau, P. Zarkowski. Survey monkey 42 schools who responded. She has
been in personal contact of the 12, 3 say they are doing. 9 schools have been not
responded. We hope to have this study wrapped up by Aprit 1.

Past President Report: Pam Zarkowksi stated we had 15 applicants who submitted
articles for the Ozar/Hasegawa Award. Pam feels we may want to create a secondary
section specific to Dental Hygiene students. Pam also requested that all ASDE members
take brochure to meetings and to colleagues who may benefit from ASDE.

SPEC Report: Dawn student representative about the progress SPEC has made in the
last six months, SPEC established a start-up kit that will be sent to schools requesting 1t.
There is no cost for this service and the SPEC group will provide ongoing support to
student groups requesting it. Membership is free. Dawn recognized and thanked ASDL
for its letter of support.

Al Rosenbium stated that all of this happened since fast March Board Meeting. We look
to ASDE as our resource of authority. Feels like a unified voice in the field of ethics. A
total of 12 schools request information. Schools requesting information find talking with
students at USC and sharing your knowledge is important to creating a unified voice.
Esteemed educators such as L. Garetto and B. Peltier have spoken to SPEC and the
students felt this was a highlight to being a member of SPEC.

Liaison Report: D). Patthoff gave a brief overview of projects he is involved in and
information that would be of benefit to ASDE. Don spoke of the continued interest in
developing leader skills for future dental professional ethicists. He mentioned the idea of
a certificate or acknowledgement of this specific kind of education/mentoring. Don also
met with Steve Ralls and Laura Bishop in regards to the upcoming ASBH meeting.
Requested that ASDE be linked to ASBH’s website. Don will contact AGD and see if
ASDE can be directly linked to their website.

Dr. Beemsterboer gave a brief update of the IDEALS session in Toronto and the
Workshop Beemsterboer and Ozar conducted Providing Information on Teaching Ethics.

The session was a great success.

Need to keep
that in mind. May 15 deadline for newsletier.
